Emerging out of the Hermitage Sykaminea (HS) 
Summer Programmes, the Gathering collective-

ly explored possibilities of how to live and work in 
supportive communities in non-urban areas of Les-

vos and beyond. 

From Wednesday 16 - Tuesday 22 March 2022, 
Onassis AiR and ERGO Collective hosted the col-

laboration with the HS in a series of events, put to-
gether by previous residency participants and new-

comers. 

Through a practice of collective investigation, the 
Gathering gave space to share, gather and deve-

lop experiences and knowledges on how to live 
and work closer to nature, and the land. Focusing 

on themes of isolation, displacement, hospitality 
and planetary responsibility, it questioned forms 

of organisation, financing, how to work with com-
mons and connect to neighbouring communities. 
The Gathering has been an opportunity to build a 
supportive, nourishing and long-standing network 

which engages with the local surroundings of Les-
vos and similar areas, whilst staying connected to 

urban-lives.
